President’s Report  

Steve Mousdale presented his view for ANWICU in the future: 

i) Our role as a political association has largely been replaced by the networks

ii) Our main function seems to be as an educational forum and organising CPD meetings
iii) There is scope to extend our role further into education, particularly in terms of supporting junior trainees in gaining intermediate accreditation and topics surrounding that.  To this end, Justin Roberts and Peter Alexander organised a mini symposium around our previous meeting at Warrington and within the ANWICU meeting this weekend.  This is planned to continue for the future.

ANWICU Officers’ Reports


a)
Treasurer

Jonathan Goodall presented this in Jonathan Rigg’s absence.

i) Our current balance is £3859 with an income of £3867 and outgoings of £2332.  
ii) There are, however, financial issues because of the direct payment of many of our activities such as hall hire directly by the drug  companies sponsoring it.  This makes tracking of money and accounting more difficult.  Advice was taken from Pete Nightingale who advised that since we are not a charity nor earning money then this was unlikely to be a problem from the tax point of view, but that we should get a formal professional accounting opinion.
iii) Subscriptions received for the year are £565 and it is quite clear that many members are not paying the nominated £10 per year that they should on becoming consultants.  

iv) Because there has been a net gain financially over the past few years by the Association there was a discussion as to what to put this towards and there was conclusion that we should purchase a data projector and screen for future meetings.
b)
Secretary
Phil Haji-Michael reported that the membership data base is somewhat behind and will need to be updated to make sure we have concurrent addresses and email addresses to enhance communication and also with a view to specifically targeting possible new members for the future.

c)
Meetings’ secretary

Jonathan Goodall reported that he had been meetings’ secretary now for about five years and because of increasing responsibilities elsewhere wanted to stand down.  He asked for any volunteers.  This is to be put to a formal vote in the future.  There was a vote of thanks from the group for his excellent work over the past years in enhancing the training and education aspect of the Association.

Peter Alexander reported that the junior’s meetings have been a great success and confirmed Steve Mousdale’s opinion of the need for an educational function at both the Spring and Summer meetings for the trainees.
